Task Sheet 

THE BOX…

Create a box that represents and reflects who you are, what you think about, your loves, hates, wishes/aspirations, tastes, community involvement, people, places, family and friends that are important to you. 

Include things like: photos, memories, key words, colours, movies, sports, quotes, poems, music influences, etc 

After seeing and doing each of the ELLI stations, also include an ELLI attribute that you can relate to. How do you relate to it? Why? 

Whoa! My head is a jumble of ideas and thoughts, loves, hates, cravings, passions, apathy… 

hmmm, give it a go. Think about it carefully. You can put an ipod, ipad, or other gadget in the box and have us listen to a song or watch a scene or clip if you would like. 

You will be sharing it to me and if you feel comfortable, your advisory group. You don’t have to write an essay but you need to be prepared to talk us through each side and inside your ‘box’.  You can do this with notes or dot points or just be prompted by each side of your box. That’s up to you. 

Some things to consider: 

The ‘box’ doesn’t have to be square or rectangular, it can also be another shape that helps explain you. 

Tell us information we wouldn’t guess about you.  

Be honest and true to yourself. 

Be creative.
